Dear Elected Official:

Recently, Senator Jim Sullivan and Representative Amy Sue Vruwink introduced LRB 2138, which creates a Harley-Davidson branded automobile and truck license plate to provide supplemental revenue to the state’s current commitment to motorcycle safety.  We hope you will support this initiative and help ensure a steady stream of funding is available for motorcycle safety training for both the short and long-term.

The legislation, LRB 2138, would create a Harley-Davidson automobile and truck license plate with the revenue used to promote motorcycle safety and the Share the Road program.  The plate’s design would utilize Harley-Davidson’s bar and shield logo (as seen on this letterhead) on the left hand side of the plate, and the important safety message running below the plate numbers.  The safety message would read: Share the Road.  

Similar to the Green Bay Packer and Milwaukee Brewer license plate, this plate’s revenues would go to a specific purpose.  In this case, the revenue would be transferred to a new account for motorcycle, moped, and motor bicycle safety in the Department of Transportation.  Eligible uses of the funds are as follows:

*Making grants for providing motorcycle riding courses;

*Evaluation of basic rider courses, which includes quality assurance audits;

*Conducting public workshops, including attendance at rallies;

*For programs related to motorcycle safety and training.

Motorcycling plays a major role in our state’s economy.  To that end, it is important to ensure that all users of our roadways are seen and aware of their surroundings and others on the road, such as motorcycles.  We want to ensure that everyone has a positive experience when traveling on the roadways in Wisconsin.
