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1. The EITC is anti-welfare. The EITC is not a handout. It’s the exact opposite of welfare. It is 100% based on work. 
2. The EITC is a powerful incentive to work. You don't get the EITC unless you work, period. You've got to earn wages to get it. For that reason, both the day-to-day experiences of real people and expert studies have reached the same conclusion: the EITC causes unemployed people to seek jobs and go to work.
3. The EITC rewards staying at work. The EITC is not merely an incentive to the jobless to seek employment and take a job in the first place. It’s also an incentive to stay at work, take on extra hours or days of work, go after a pay raise and even take a second job. Why? Because unlike some government programs, the EITC guarantees that the more you work, the better off you are.
4. The EITC is the best thing government does to fight poverty. Ronald Reagan said it best: the EITC is "the best anti-poverty, the best pro-family, the best job-creation measure to come out of Congress.” The EITC fights poverty because, combined with earnings from a job, it lifts workers above the poverty line –especially with the help of Wisconsin’s supplemental state EITC.
5. The EITC is pro-marriage. Unlike many welfare programs, it’s OK to be married to apply for the EITC. In fact, for the past several years, both the federal and state EITC have provided an extra credit to married couples. A study of the New Hope Project, which provided most workers with a bigger EITC, showed a near doubling—from 12% to 21%--of the marriage rate.

6. The EITC improves health. There is mounting evidence that the EITC improves physical and mental health without adding to the health budget. This long-suspected benefit was confirmed in a recent study by Notre Dame economics professor William N. Evans and Northwestern University business school professor Craig Garthwaite.

7.The EITC is efficiently administered. Unlike so many government programs, workers can easily claim the EITC on their federal and state tax returns. Plus, it doesn't add to the bureaucracy, as there's no federal or state EITC "administration."
8. The EITC creates jobs. Finally, the EITC creates private-sector jobs in Wisconsin. Workers who claim the federal and state EITC will spend virtually all of it within the local economy, paying rent, buying food or meeting other basic needs. That, in turn, spurs local private businesses to create more jobs. In addition, when workers are motivated to seek work and stick with their jobs, employers will be more motivated to create jobs
